IDEAS for HONORING the DAY

Our site’s IDEAS page has many recommendations and options for celebrating and promoting the day–here are just a few:

Attend Local Events/Church Services:  Check our site listing as the day approaches for events and activities in your area.  If nothing is listed, contact local churches (those that follow a traditional calendar probably have an annual Annunciation service).  Contact Knights of Columbus councils for Day of the Unborn Child masses.  (Events are often moved several days to avoid Easter week conflicts.)

Begin a Spiritual Adoption Program:  Groups, families and individuals can begin a "nine months for life" period of prayer for an endangered unborn child from the Annunciation to Christmas when churches may have a closing “baby-shower” offering refreshments and collecting donations for a local pro-life pregnancy center–our site offers downloadable pledge slips.  The prayer may include a general intention for the child’s safety and a specific monthly intention–those who missed the start of the program can still join in, changing their specific intention for the child every 25th of the month.  (This approach also has the advantage of maintaining the connection between the Annunciation and Christmas, and the site gives many other suggestions for weaving the Annunciation into our Christmas traditions.)

Carnations for the Incarnation:  Flowers are symbolically associated with feasts and special days–the poinsettia for Christmas, the lily for Easter, and the rose for the March for Life in January.  “Carnation” literally translated is a “flesh-colored” flower, and its name makes it a lovely symbol for the Incarnation–the Word made Flesh.  They can be used prominently in church and kids can help make carnation-shaped cookies or crafts such as Incarnation note cards to give in March.  A single bloom can grace the family dinner table reminding us to say a special grace on March 25th in gratitude for the gift of the Incarnation and in prayer for all unborn children.
