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The March 25th Annunciation feast of Christ’s conception
(9 months before Christmas) was the pre-18th-century New
Year’s Day whose week-long festivities lasted to the 1st of the

next month, which became known as April (All) Fools’ Day.

Britain’s tax-year ends on April 5, which, minus the
6\ 11 extra days of our Gregorian calendar, is March 25. "/-G
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
