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The "Plus Nine" awareness outreach of modern Malta calls to mind an old
Irish saying—a newborn is "9 months old by his mother's time." We can
see this fact in the "corrected age" doctors use to assess premature
infants born younger than full-term. It's just common sense—as are the
recent FirstDay celebrations 9 months before birthdays, like the historic
Annunciation Day honored for centuries on March 25th as New Year's Day
6\ & now as Day Of The Unborn Child—9 months before Christmas. "/-G
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
